
Sea tbe l t  Usage  
Make sure you buckle up every trip. Safety 
belts increase your chance of surviving a 
crash by 50%.  

It is a law in many states that all front-
seat passengers buckle up and all passen-
gers under the age of 16 buckle up whether 
they are in the front or rear seat. 

Proper use for a person at least 4’9” 
and 80 lbs. Is… 
· Shoulder belt snugly over your shoulder 
· Lap belt low on your hips 
 
Proper usage for a youngster under 4’9” 

and under 80 lbs. In a passenger vehicle 
· Ride in a properly secured car seat or 

booster seat appropriate to age in the 

rear of the vehicle. 
· Safety experts recommend infants 

younger than 1 ride in a rear-facing car 
seat in the back seat. 

Improper safety belt use can lead to death 
or serious injury in a crash.  Remember 
especially in Michigan …..“CLICK IT OR 
TICKET” 

Police will be on the lookout for un-
belted motorists. You can be pulled over 
in the state of Michigan for not wearing 
your seatbelt and ticketed.  Police depart-
ments started setting up Enforcement 
Zones on May 19th, 2003 and will be 
looking for you!
