
Many of you have been using Trippak for quite some 
time, as it is required to send in your paperwork. I regret 
to announce that Trippak is raising their rates. The good 
news is over the last couple of years we have not seen an 
increase in our rates and even with the increase the cost 
Trippak is less per month than using UPS, FedEx or Air-
borne and your paperwork is guaranteed to get here on 
time. The bad news is the cost has increased to $13.50 per 
month per truck. We will be making an adjustment to your 
current payroll deduction in November. For those of you 

who are Raycan drivers we 
announced the Trippak loca-
tions in the last newsletter for 
you, previously there were no 
locations to serve you in 
Canada. We want to make 
sure all Raycan trucks are 
using Trippak, as you will be charged for the service start-
ing in November. You may either drop your envelopes in 
the United States or Canada. 
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Trucking's major fuel topped the 
$1.50 level for the first time since it 
rose in late-summer spikes Aug. 25 
and Sept. 1.  Diesel skyrocketed 
from $1.50 in January to its all-
time $1.771 high on March 17 be-
fore falling back below $1.50 in 
early May.  EIA reported that die-
sel rose in all regions, the highest 
being the Rocky Mountain region, 
at 3.2 cents, and the lowest the 
West Coast and California, at .08 
and .07 cents, respectively. 

Rush Trucking is implementing new 
scannable logs starting December 1, 2003.  
Use of these new books is mandatory 
starting December first.  The new log-
books are printed specifically for Rush 
Trucking.  The old style (or loose leaf/
truck stop type) will be obsolete.   

New logbooks will be shipped to all 
Rush locations the week of November 10.  
All drivers, owner operators, or fleet own-
ers that do not get into a Rush facility due 

to domicile and/or location of their run, will 
need to contact John Kowalski in the 
SAFETY DEPARTMENT, ASAP (no 
later than Nove mber 14, 2003) to arrange 
logbook shipments to their home or other 
pick up location.  Qualcomm the Safety De-
partment or call John directly at 800-990-
7874, extension 4218 for arrangements or if 
there are any questions regarding the new 
logbooks.
